Deseription of the Subject Properties

The subject property at 2245 27™ Avenue is on .14 acres with a 1,806 square foot (base)
single family residence built in 1945. There is 768 square feet of open porches. The
adjoining vacant lot on Potilla Avenue is .19 acres. The property and lot are located in
the Terra Villa subdivision and are zoned R-1.

Evaluation of the Applicant’s Reguest

e The property was cited (01/23/14) for Public Nuisance violations (Section 38-31)
for weeds, grass or undergrowth at a height of more than 12 inches and garbage
and debris throughout the property. Violations of this nature do have a
deleterious effect on neighborhood property values, and may lead to the potential
to adversely impact the residents’ health and welfare (rats/rodents).

e The property was cited (01/05/15) for Public Nuisance violations (Sections 38-31)
for open windows and doors and otherwise unsecured, unoccupied or abandoned
structures or buildings were found to exist. This presents a real and imminent
threat to community public health, and safety.

e The applicant’s argument for a lien reduction is that the violations were not
incurred by him and as the new property owner his intent is to remove the existing
structure and maintain the properties until developed.

e A significant consideration in reducing the lien amount is the public interest
served by having the existing structure demolished and both properties
maintained. Staff finds that providing a partial reduction would best serve the
community and public interest.

e Applicant is a local resident who owns and maintains approximately 85 properties
in the City and the County.

Recommendation

Taking into account the above considerations, staff recommends the amount of liens be
reduced from $ 26,996.37 to $8,110.08. This amount ($8,110.08) includes all work,
recording, and administration fees incurred by the City of Vero Beach as mentioned
above.
